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Short description
Age-specific fertility rates for all birth orders combined and by birth order for the period 1952-1989 for Chile were calculated by K. Zeman on the basis of official live birth counts and mid-year population estimates, available from historic demographic yearbooks provided by R. Castro. The birth data are tabulated by 5-year age groups from ≤14 to 50+ and unknown, and the birth order from 1 through 10+ and unknown. The mid-year female population is tabulated by 5-year age groups from 0-4 (or 0, 1-4, 5-9…) to 65+ (or 80+). Births with unknown age were distributed proportionally. Births with unknown birth order were added to total age-specific fertility rates.
The yearly volumes of historic demographic yearbooks cover only births observed and registered in given year (Nacimientos Ocurridos / Observados), while the final number is later corrected (Nacimientos Corregidos) for  births registered in the following seven years. The proportion of this „late registration“ births amounted to 8-14% in 1950s-1970s and dropped only in the 1980s to 5% (see Table 1). Because of this significant discrepancy between observed and corrected number of births, the age-specific fertility rates included in HFC were proportionally adjusted for this difference. However, because there is evidence that late registered births are concentrated towards higher birth orders, we did not adjust the fertility rates by birth order, but only total fertility rates. Therefore, the sum of birth order specific fertility rates is not equal to the total fertility rate.
