excluding Kosovo and Metohia data, have been repeated (shaded
rows and columns).

Also, all relevant indicators on population, as well as popu-
lation’s estimates are calculated on the basis of data shown in that
way. According to the concept of resident population from the 2002
Census, the recalculation of population’s number for the period
1991-2002 was performed.
